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About the work.

I started working with video in 1975, using it as a subsidiary to performances
and films. Eventually I made installations and tapes which were concerned

with the material properties of video, with the medium dominating as content.
Performances, films and other work continued separately with content more
related to my position in relation to various media, the constraints they
impose and what they allow you to say. When I got my hands on colour video

and used multi channel playback, I was able to include aspects of all this
work without the organisational restraints of multi media work or the 'one-
