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We have been told by the Late Show that they intend to transmit
works from the scheme in the week beginning Monday 3rd June. The
most likely nights are the 4th and 5th of June - although they
may spread them over three nights not two. I should point out,
however, that the Late Show 1is often a live transmission and
these dates could change at very short notice. If this happens
we will let you know - if we get sufficient advance notice
ourselves. Exactly WHICH works will be transmitted will be
decided on the transmission days by the Late Show - so, like you,
we won't know which works have been selected until they are or
are not aired. :
