Artist’s statement

[ want my work to start by asking
questions, not only about itself but
also about the time and place that it
finds itself in. My basic material is
my own body and its extensions in
the form of voice and gesture. These
I then put through the technical

- process of video recording to

produce ‘off-spring’ of myself in the
shape of sounds and 1mages, so that
I can then manipulate them in a way
that normal reality denies me.
Contrary to escaping from reality I
am looking for ways of ‘getting at it’,
in order to touch the pulse that runs
through us all but has perhaps been
forgotten.
